Directions for designing your internet safety brochure:
Add text to describe your topic. Choose a font, a font size, and font color.  Arrange the text to make your brochure interesting and easy to read. [Replace the text in this template with your own!] You will have to experiment, but it is usually a good idea to NOT use more than 3 different fonts.
Print pages 1 and 2 on regular sized 
(8 ½ by 11) letter paper.  Print pages back-to-back, or print two sheets and glue them back to back.
This brochure has three panels. So, you will need to fold it (in thirds) so the title shows on the front.

Note: If you want to change the “style” of any paragraph in this brochure template, just select the text by putting your cursor anywhere in the paragraph. When the cursor is blinking, choose a “style” from the drop-down “style list”. 

Put your graphics wherever you think they will add interest to your brochure.
Did you know that there is a brochure template in word? Click: New Office Document>Publications>Brochure. If you want more brochure formatting “how-to’s”, open the brochure template in Microsoft Word and print it out as a reference.
